Since
the event started m 1992, English women have played
every time. Recently the format changed: matches, once
on two boards, have now been extended to four. Thus
England, who captured bronzes in 1997 and 2001, only
fielded two players in 2003 but here had a squad of five.
Of these, Mer1 and Natasha had never played i this
competition before and with Mesdames Hunt, Ciuksyte
and Lalic all missing, England's modest seeding, 22nd out
of 28 teams, indicated a tough nde ahead.
